thcreinaftcr called 'trustees) of the fourth part the land dcscribctl 
in tbc First Scl~cdulc hercto v a s  for the consideratioti therein 
mentioned appointed granted bar~aincd sold alicncd released and 
confirmed unto the said Trustees their heirs and assigns to hold

as surviving Trustee AND WHEREAS a Parish Hall has hecn 
erected on tiart of thc land described in the Scconll Scheduls 
hereto AND WHEREAS by reason of circumstailtes subsequent 
to the creation of the aforesaid trusts it is esliedient to mortgage 
the land descrilied in the Second Schcdule hereto being part cf 
the land described in the First Schedule hereto Now the Stand- 
ing Committee of the Synod of the Diocese of Sydney in pursuance 
of the jioacts in that l~ehalf conferred upon it by the Church of

3. 'Thc land descrilied in tho Second Schedule hercto'mnr 
from time to time be mortgaged to secure the repayment of a 
stlm not ssceeding One thousand sevell hundred pounds (d1700) 
together with interest on such m011c)~s and all costs charges and 
rs~ienses of and incidental to borrowing such mohcys and this 
Ordinante P~ovided that after tlie expiration of five years from 
the passing of this Ordinance no mortgage given under the 
authority thcreof shall be valid to :I greater estent than Five 
hundred lioui~ds (d5OO) and thereafter the principal sum slinll 
11e reduced at the rate of not less than One hundred ~iounds 
(t100) a year. 
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3. The  amollnt or  amounts so to be from time to time 

obtained after deducting the costs charges and expenses aforesaid 
shall be paid by the 'Trustee to the Church\t9ardens for the time 
I~e ing  of the Church of All Saints' Parramatta (whose receipt 
shall be a sufficient discharge) and shall be by them allplied 
for or towards the payment of the costs charges 2nd expenses 
already incurred and to be incurred in connection with the 
erection of the Parish Hall hereinbefore mentioned. 

4. This Ordinance may be cited a s  "All Saints' Parramatta 
blortgage Ordinance 1927."
